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Chairman’s Foreword 2009/2010
It is my privilege to again report to you after another year of building and consolidation our
business and enhancing the entertainment experience at our great Club. There have been some
distractions and challenges on the journey for the Board and Management and indeed the Club
Industry dealing with the consequences of the Economic Downturn, increased Government
regulation with the start of the IPART reforms, Productivity Commission enquiries, new
Employment Award issues and increased scrutiny of the industry on many fronts. We are aware
that addressing these issues drives change in our thinking and methodology and the outcomes are
crucial as we continue to assemble strategies and strive for market share in this very competitive
industry.

Profitability trends in the industry throughout the State are experiencing a downturn in this difficult
period for Clubs and while we are maintaining state average figures, our profitability, while
improving, have still taken a hit. While our operating profit before provisions (i.e. depreciation and
amortisation) is better and is healthy at $366,178, given the trying economic circumstances, our
bottom line after depreciation is still negative. It has been said that “depreciation attempts to match
up profit with the expense it took to generate that profit and this provides the most accurate picture
of a company’s earning power”. Managing this and extra administrative overheads incurred by the
new facility presents major challenges for the Board and Management.

The popularity and use of our facilities is still increasing and we can look forward to more
opportunities for the Club when the Charlestown precinct work is completed and people begin
returning after years of disruption. It is pleasing to see that our membership base is very strong and
still increasing with an ever changing demographic which indicates an attraction to all classes of
people. Our restaurant is proving popular and we thank staff there for their dedication and hard
work. Bar trading is still strong and again our appreciation goes to all who have worked hard to
maintain our standards. The live shows we have been hosting are well-liked and we are committed
to continue to provide quality product. The Board and Management are constantly aware of the
need to enhance your entertainment experience.

| acknowledge the efforts of the Board, CEO, Managers, Supervisors and all of our Staff in their
endeavours during the past term to address the issues confronting them and to continue to
produce a good result for the members and guests of this Club. The increased patronage of the
Club has placed extra pressures on all to maintain standards and requires additional effort carrying
out assigned duties. Their endeavor is appreciated.

In this election year it would be remiss of me not to recognise some long term Directors who are
stepping down from office. They have given many years of their time to dedicate themselves to
maintaining the objects of this Club and have been instrumental in the decision making process
which sets policies and procedures to maintain and enhance our business. For this | sincerely
thank them and wish them well in their future endeavours. I'm sure our future Directors will benefit
from the work already done.

It is pleasing to see the improved performance of our Bowlers during this last competitive season.
As well as the individual efforts of our Bowlers, the work and organisation by our Bowls Manager,
Bowls Council, Ladies Committee and many volunteers who assist when required can be largely
attributed to this result.

DIRECTOR FINANCE’'S COMMENTS ON THE 2009-10 FINANCIA YEAR

We have now completed the first full year in the new club. While our “Operating Profit”
has shown an excellent result of $366,178, the “Operating Profit (Loss) & Extraordinary
Items” indicated an overall loss of $300,746 in the “Retained Profits”.

Your Board in consultation with clubs accountant has set systems in place that are
expected to ease the outcome of these reporting requirements for future years.

Your management and staff have done an excellent job adapting to the new premises
and the outgoing Board is confident that the next financial year should show a slightly
better overall result.

Towards the end of the next financial year we should be able to see a marked
improvement in the overall results achieved and hopefully be able to see that our
improved trading practices will start to show some small monthly profits.

Even towards the end of the last financial year the monthly figures indicates a definite
trend towards a significantly better result for 2010-11.

All members of the outgoing board of directors have shown some confidence in the
outcomes predicted by our 2010-11 Financial Budget and we can look forward to
increased stability with a regular increase in the financial returns from our business.

On a personal note | have decided not to stand for re-election as a director of
Charlestown Bowling Club Limited this year and | would like to take this opportunity to
thank the membership for their support over the last decade.

FROM THE SECRETARY MANAGERS DESK

The result for the year is a loss of $300,746 compared to a profit of $13,544,322 last
year. Last year included the profit realised on exchange of the Club’s premises with
GPT of $13,971,129. Excluding this profit on sale, the Club would have experienced a
loss of $426,807 last year.

Bar sales for the year were $1,567,977 compared to $1,300,689 last year with the
gross profit margin being 60.0% compared to 57.7% last year. After deducting
expenses, the net profit from bar was $545,122 compared to $368,767 last year.

Net revenue from poker machines was $2,194,843 compared to $1,955,952 last year,
which is an increase of 12.1% representing the Club’s first full year in the new
premises. After deducting direct expenses the net profit from poker machines for the
year was $1,258,064 compared to $1,241,521.

Commission received from Keno and TAB for the year was $56,930 compared to
$50,128 last year. The net loss from TAB and Keno operations was $8,180 compared
to a loss of $18,956 last year.

Restaurant sales for the year were $1,032,040 compared to $749,482 last year with
the gross profit margin increasing to 57.1% compared to 47.1% last year. After
deducting cost of goods sold and direct costs there was a net profit from Restaurant
operations of $3,183 compared to a $124,569 loss last year.

Men'’s bowling operations for the year showed a net cost of $218,308 compared to a
net cost last year of $191,522. Women’s bowling operations also showed a net cost of
$81,185, which has also increased on last year’s cost of $72,475.

Other income for the year totalled $232,106 compared to $259,956 last year with
decreases in interest received and insurance recoveries, with increases in sponsorship
and raffle income.

Operating expenses not allocated to trading areas totalled $2,031,548 compared to
$1,889,529 last year. Increases were noted in advertising, badge draw, cleaning,
doorman and administration wages, electricity and amortisation. Decreases on the
other hand were noted in catering costs and consultants fees.

The coming year, | expect will be one of the hardest experienced by your Club.
Constant changes in legislation and who knows what to expect from Government?
When they can’t reach their own expectations!

| have recommended to your Board of Directors the need for a period of consolidation
for at least 12 months.
